	Measure(s) of Success 

	Create a sense of place.  I would like to help put the Evans Light Rail Station on the map.  After speaking with residents of area, I believe there is a common idea that runs deep throughout the neighborhood: the desire to be “green.”  I think we can encourage green development all around the station.  We can encourage businesses and home owners to use green practices – recycle, use solar energy, buy locally, etc.    

	It would be nice for the surrounding area to be known as the most concentrated environmentally-friendly area in Colorado.  The Evans Light Rail Station can be known as the “Green Station,” where you can get a cup of coffee made out of organic beans, ride your bike along the Platte, then come back for dinner at a green café that uses energy-saving cooking techniques and organic and locally grown food.  

There would be a main-street feel, where people can walk the streets on a Sunday afternoon, go out to dinner at a very vibrant and fun restaurant on Saturday night, or buy a good book and read at outdoor seating at a little café on a Friday afternoon.  Measures of success will not only be that the Station is green, but it is a destination stop where people have options to work, eat, live, and play.  


	Build buildings that service the community.
	A measure of success will be when people start building and investing in the area.  Another measure of success will be when people can live, work, eat, and play within walking distance of the station. 


	Create a safe environment.  
	Measures of success will include: 1) Obtaining funding for lighting, more police patrol, and possibly cameras at and around the station; 2) Decreasing crime and tagging at the station; and 3) Increased foot traffic around the surrounding area.



	Provide improved streetscape and pedestrian and bike friendly sidewalks.
	Measures of success will include: 1) Getting the funding to improve the surrounding infrastructure; 2) Seeing more bike and pedestrian traffic; and 3) Building a ped/bike bridge at Jewel.

	Connect the Evans Light Rail Station to Broadway, the west side of Santa Fe, and to the Gates redevelopment site.
	Measures of success will include: 1) Improved infrastructure down Jewell, Evans, and Illiff to connect the Evans Light Rail Station to Broadway; 2) Build a ped/bike bridge at Jewel to connect the west side of Santa Fe; and 3) Develop a ped/bike path to the Gates redevelopment site.
