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SOCIAL

A. A transit system that supports the social network of communities, families, and individuals by creating centers of interaction in neighborhoods, at transit stations and around local resources and establishments and encourages symbiosis and discovery of new people, spaces, and places.
B. Transit systems and developments should provide for significantly increased time for the individual to invest in quality of life, such as social interaction, personal/family relationships, community involvement, outdoor/physical activities and any other personal choices that will be provided by less time spent in disconnected travel.

ECONOMIC

A. To encourage public/private investment in transit-oriented development that efficiently uses existing resources and new infrastructure to create an attractive, diverse and economically healthy place to live and work.
B. Transit-oriented development shall be sustainable development that encourages diverse and equitable economic participation in a vibrant community.

ENVIRONMENT

A. Transit-oriented development should improve the environment by encouraging dense, environmentally conscious, walkable communities where people want to live, work, and play.
B. Transit-oriented development will significantly contribute to improvement of our environment by creating inter-connected multimodal communities.  These communities will be designed to human scale with pedestrian amenities that allow for a wide range of uses and services.  Structures will conform to green construction and operation standards.
